At a time of increasing hostility toward trans and gender-diverse people, this project is both a cultural offering and an act of defiant self-definition. Hetslayer’s debut album Not My Problem was created to elevate trans and gender-diverse voices through unapologetic storytelling, analogue grit, and community-powered music-making. Rooted in queer resilience and razor-sharp political edge, Hetslayer hits hard with raw honesty and a sound that refuses to be softened.
Recorded entirely to tape at Sound Recordings in Campbells Creek with engineer Alex Bennett, the album captures every breath, break, distortion, and moment of resistance. The record was later mastered by Casey Rice, with striking cover art by local artist Emma "Ruby" Armstrong Porter.
Deeply tied to Castlemaine’s queer community, the album features guest appearances from musicians including Claire Spooner, Jess Parker, and a full choir of gloriously queer voices. The result is both a powerfully personal statement and a collective act of visibility, defiance, and strength.
For Hetslayer, making this album is an act of claiming space with courage. It centers trans and gender-diverse people not as tokens or footnotes, but as essential voices shaping our cultural narrative — producing a cultural artifact that will endure and inspire generations to come.
Art is never neutral. Hetslayer’s music illuminates the full spectrum of trans experience: joy, rage, misinterpretation, and exclusion. Each song functions as both vignette and protest, pushing back against systemic erasure. Trans voices have long been absent from mainstream culture. Not My Problem stands as both sonic archive and act of resistance — documenting trans liberation, creativity, and resilience for current and future generations. It will not be marginalised; it will be archived, distributed, stocked, and celebrated — rightfully so.
